For the 2021-2022 school year, schools were identified based on previous years’ performance
using definitions and labels as required in the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). A Targeted
Support and Improvement (TSI) school is one that had at least one underperforming student
subgroup in 2021-2022. An Additional Targeted Support (ATS) school is one that had a
student subgroup performing at the same level as the lowest 5% of all schools in the state in
2021-2022. A Comprehensive Support and Improvement (CSI) school is one whose
performance was in the lowest 5% of all schools in the state or had a graduation rate at or
below 67% in 2021-2022. Some schools are not identified with any of these labels. In these
cases, no label is given. Clawson High School HAS NOT BEEN GIVEN ONE OF THESE LABELS.

State law requires that we also report additional information.

Students are assigned to Clawson High School by residential area and/or by choice. Schools
of Choice honored if there is a seat available.

Clawson High School continues to attend to the goals of our School Improvement Plan which
is aligned to the district Strategic Plan. The Strategic Plan identified two areas of effort: SEL
and Literacy/math. The Clawson High School Improvement Plan addresses these 2 areas and
we have identified other areas on which to focus our efforts: Academic Excellence,
Well-Being, Critical Thinking/ Problem Solving and Community Involvement and Pride. We
believe these goals will improve our student achievement in all areas.

In the 2021-2022 school year, Clawson High School had 22 students enrolled,
which is 5.6% of the total population.
