Student Assessment Data

Elementary or middle school assessment results on the Michigan Educational
Assessment Program (MEAP), high school assessment results on Michigan Merit Exam
(MME), and assessment results for students with disabilities on Michigan’s Alternative
Assessment Program (MI-Access or MEAP-Access)

e Present achievement data for all five tested subjects (mathematics, reading,
science, social studies and writing) compared to targets for all students as well
as subgroups of students.

e Help parents understand achievement progress within schools and compare
these to district and State achievement.

Information is provided for the district and each school related to achievement targets in
reading, writing, mathematics, science and social studies answering questions like:

Review the table below listing our schools. The state has identified some schools with
the status of Reward, Focus, or Priority. A Reward school is one that is outperforming
other schools in achievement, growth, or is performing better than other schools with a
similar student population. A Focus school is one that has a large achievement gap in
30% of its student achievement scores. A Priority school is one whose achievement
and growth is in the lowest 5% of all schools in the state. Some schools are not
identified with any of these labels. In these cases, no status label is given.
