To qualify for GSRP children must meet the
following requirements:

1. Child must turn 4 years of age by September Ist,
2025 and live in Clawson. (Children who turn 4 by
December 1st and live in Clawson may also apply
starting May 1st if slots are still available). Families
who live in Clawson and are over income can apply
starting June 1st if slots are still available. Families
who live out of Clawson can apply starting August 1st
if slots are still available.

2. Families must qualify based on income or meet two
eligibility factors (shown below) and show proof.
While a family does not have to qualify based on
income requirements, 90% of the children must
qualify on the income standards below.

Family of 3: up to $129,100
Family of 4: up to $156,000
Family of 5: up to $182,900
